American Architectures Dirty Secret

Why is American architecture so often vulgar, even as it is
vital and original? In part, because Americas most prominent
buildings are commercial in nature, with an advertising role to
perform. Americas business buildings need to make vivid eye-
catching statements, which has produced the architecturally
overheated character of Americas downtowns. In this lecture
Professor Lewis looks at how critics and historians have often
misunderstood the commercial nature of American architecture,
judging it by criteria borrowed from European architecture. He
looks at how brutal competition has produced some of Americas
livelist buildings, from the Empire State Building to the ferocious
banks of Frank Furness.

Michael J. Lewis studied at Haverford College, receiving his
Ph.D. from the University of Pennsylvania in 1989. For his book
The Politics of the German Gothic Revival (MIT Press), he received
the Hitchcock Book Award of the Society of Architectural Histori-
ans. Together with Williams Professor E. J. Johnson, he organized
the Williams College Museum of Art exhibition Drawn from the
Source: the Travel Drawings of Louis I. Kahn. He hastaughtatBryn
Mawr College, the University of Natal, South Africa, and Magill
University, Montreal. He has taught American art at Williams Col-
lege since 1993.

In 1996 Fairstein introduced Alexandra Cooper in her best-seller
mystery-thriller Final Jeopardy. Fairstein graduated from Vassar
College in 1969 and received her Juris Doctoris from the University
of Virginia School of Law.

Sexual Violence was a true crime account of some of the
bizarre and unusual matters which have passed through the Sex
Crimes Unit in the Manhattan District Attorneys o ce. | turned
to writing novels to soften the hard facts of what | do in this eld.
I was determined to create a character and a series based on real
cases and actual crimes  to inform as well as to entertain. All of
the anecdotal material and every case described in my novels is
based on real events, although details have been ctionalized. By
reading the novels, people will become more educated about the
whole area of sexual assault and what is involved with prosecuting
these types of crimes.
